Milk/Water Order
Semester Lunch Order

As we continue to look for avenues by which we can streamline payments to
the school, we are launching for the start of the year the ordering of milk/water
and semester lunches via online payments. Information regarding the school
lunch program will also be sent to families via the Family Packet.

For those families who would like to order milk and/or bottled water for their
student(s) for the year, this will only be possible via an online payment
through the school's Stripe account. Under the Current Families tab click on
the button "Milk/Water Order Form". Once there, please enter all requested
information for both the family and the individual students. A total cost will be
calculated at the bottom of the form. Credit card information will need to be
entered and then click "Submit". The cafeteria staff will receive notification of
the order. (The cost for the year is $55.00/student for either milk OR bottled
water. The cost for the year is $110/student for both products.)

For those families who would like to order hot lunches for the ENTIRE
SEMESTER, this will only be possible via an online payment through the
school's Stripe account. Under the Current Families tab click on the button
"Semester Lunch Form" to complete that process. (The cost for a full semester
of hot lunches is $350.00/student and does not include beverages.)

For families whose student(s) only order hot lunch intermittently - the
traditional process is still in place for now. Please print the September lunch
calendar, circle the days on which your student would like hot lunch, and return
the calendar and a check with full payment to the school. We hope to transition
to the monthly calendar being online in the near future.

Carpool

Carpool is always a challenge the first few days of school but it does get
better quickly. If everyone could please follow the below reminders it would
be a great help:

During morning drop-off, no students should be dropped off prior to 7:45 am.
Teachers do not go on duty outside until 7:45 am (please note we work by the
bell/clock within the school). No students should be dropped off in the upper
parking lot and allowed to walk down the sidewalk to the front of the school. I
know everyone is busy and has somewhere to be but for the safety of everyone
involved all cars should come through the front car line. (This excludes
Prekindergarten families who drop-off in the rear of the school.)

The drop-off line moves much faster if students are ready to go when you
reach the sidewalk. Parents should stay in the car and allow teachers to assist
the students. All students must exit on the right side of the car so they step
immediately onto the sidewalk. Regardless of where your child's class lines-
up, please have your child get out of the car at the first spot at which you stop
along the sidewalk; do not make multiple drop-offs or stops.

In the afternoon, please be sure that you are filling in one line at a time and I ask
that you be cognizant of not cutting into a line in front of others who have been
patiently waiting.

Parents may not park in the upper lot and walk down to retrieve students from
the front of the school. Again, I understand that many are in a hurry and have
places to be but for safety and out of fairness all should wait in the carpool
line.

As after school activities begin and more children begin attending Extended
Day, the carpool line will return to its usual 10-15 minute "event".
